Bilbrook Parish Council is urging residents to object to
site 519 which proposed 848 new dwellings in Bilbrook.
This is more housing than we need and will result in the
loss of Bilbrook green belt, and violates Paragraphs 137-
151 of the National Planning Policy Framework.
